FNC is a community based non-profit that was founded in 1994 with the goals of reducing child maltreatment and abuse and promoting healthy families and communities.  The Family Nurturing Center’s mission is to work with others to build nurturing communities where children are cherished, families are supported, and healthy human development is promoted by all.  FNC works towards this mission through a number of community based programs:
Boston Parent-Child Home Program is a home-based literacy program. Boston PCHP is seeking part-time home visitors to work with families with children ages 18 months to 2 1/2 living in the Boston area with high concentration of low income families, homeless families, families whose first language is not English. Through role modeling in families’ homes, the home visitor will demonstrate simple, comfortable and fun techniques for increasing verbal interaction; help parents discover their important role as their child’s first and most important teacher. The home visitor reports to the Coordinator. 
Responsibilities include but not limited to:
· Develop and maintain positive relationship with parents to assist them to identify their strengths

· Provide home visits twice a week for half an hour
· Focus on helping parents identify strategies that will help them develop children’s capacity for communication and verbal skills, preparing children for future school success.

· Bring a new book or an educational toy during the first visit of each week (free to family)

· Model for parent appropriate ways to verbally interact with their child using the books and toys
· Attend weekly two hour staff meeting (mandatory)

· Write an anecdotal report for each home visit in a timely manner and maintain family file updated
· Case Management; provide referrals with other service organizations and programs as needed
· Other tasks as assigned by the program coordinator
Qualifications:

· High School level of education or higher

· Good communication skills

· Experience in early childhood education, literacy, parenting or home visiting
· Candidate should be warm, nurturing, and respectful of individual, and cultural differences
· Knowledge of diverse cultures and experience with “at-risk” populations desirable 

· Ability to speak Spanish, Cape Verdean Creole, Haitian Creole, Vietnamese or other language a plus
· Good organizational skills

· Access to car is required
· Willingness to work evenings and weekends
